What should my child bring on the first day of Kindergarten?
· A normal sized backpack without wheels. 
· A small, healthy snack and a lunch. Our snack time is only 10-15 minutes so a bag of grapes or an orange is good. There is no juice allowed in any of the classrooms, so please send a water bottle for snack. We recommended that you package snack and water separate from lunch. Please note that hot lunch can be purchased in the cafeteria.
· A light weight jacket for recess.
· A bus pass tied to your child’s backpack if they are riding the bus. Please note there are no buses available for mid-day pick up and drop off (except adjusted days).
What should I expect during the first day of school?
· A brief introduction usually lasting 30 minutes will be presented to you and your child on the first day of school by his/her teacher. After the introduction the teacher will explain it is time for the parents to go. Please leave at this time to make it easier on all of the children. There will be a Q and A session held by the principal in the library.
· You should meet your child’s teacher in their classroom at 8:30 and they will show you on that day where the usual pick up and drop off area will be for your class.

· The program is an Extended Day Program.  Early Friends arrive at 8:30 and depart at 1:00 and Late Friends arrive at 10:15 and depart at 2:45. 
· During the first three weeks all of the students arrive at 8:30 and leave at 1:00 (except adjusted days).

· During the first week, Monday and Wednesday are adjusted days and students leave at 12:30. Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday are regular days and kindergarten students leave at 1:00.  Please note that for the remainder of the school year, Wednesdays are always “adjusted days” and students get out at 12:30.
· Please know that all teacher placements are temporary for the first three weeks and that some students may be switched depending on class size and your child’s needs.

· It is imperative that every child be dropped off and picked up on time at the kindergarten yard for the program to be a success.
